How to explore: enter from west; at entry tower, walk to right to get glimpse of all five towering gopuras

Pass tower and libraries on both sides of walkway, climb down to left side and to water basin for reflection; go to left end of temple for reliefs

Climb steps to 2nd tier; 3rd tier and central courtyard by climbing steps ( recommend south steps (right) b/c they have a handrail

Restaurants:

-Khmer Kitchen (Frommers) Cambodian food, beer, backpackers, located alley behind bar street

-street directly west of pub street s lined with stalls (fried rice or noodles) for $1

-Angkor Famous: alley parallel to pub street; Thai and Cambodia, 2for1 beer specials

-Chaing Mai (Wat Bo Rd) Thai fare

-Curry Walla Indian (Sivatha road)

-Kama Sutra (Pub street) Indian, but more pricey ($7)

-Viroth’s Restaurant (Ph Wat Bo.) extensive Cambodian menu

-Karaoke restaurants offer authentic experience of modern Khmer dining, no English menu.  

-Café Moi Moi (Angkor Rd, to the left, after Meridien, before ticket booth) Cambodian food, good amok, prahok, and pumpkin pudding dessert

-Abacus: garden setting and temple-stone bar, $10 for main meal

Try Phnom pleurng – cook-it-yourself BBQ.  

Trei Bung Gancheyt – whole fish bubbling in tasty peanut sauce with veggies

Amok – classic dish of fish stewed in coconut milk

Prahok – pork mixed with fish sauce and slice raw onion

Drinks:

-Beat Beatocello at the Kantha Bopha Foundation on Saturdays (arrival date, 17 May) cello playing and begging for funds

-Red Piano (pub street) – “Tomb Raider” cocktail

-Angkor What? (Pub Street) – pub that started it all

-Temple club (Pub Street) – dance floor open til sunrise, beer watered down

-Le Tigre du Paper (Pub Street) – free movies most evenings; French run

-Soup Dragon (Pub Street) – restaurant/bar; great sunset vista from rooftop (which is same time as happy hour); Vietnamese food; make their own ice cream

-Siem Reap Night Bar (Walking Street) – new bar in town, long happy hours, free internet; english expat bar

-Silk Garden (Walking Street) – cocktails in tropical garden

-Giddy Gecko (Walking Street) – western bar and lounge

-Sports Bar (Alley Street) – only sports bar in town

-Laundry Bar – French expat hangout

-Martini – khmer nightclub, flat rate of $2 beer

-FCC (foreign Corrsp. Club) Angkor (West river bank next to post office): food $5, drink $3
